OFFICE OF WORSHIP
[image: ]The mission of the Office of Worship is to foster, promote, and facilitate parish worship that reflects the principles promulgated by the Second Vatican Council.  The office coordinates and is assisted by the Diocesan Liturgical Commission, the Diocesan Committee for Liturgical Art, Architecture, and Environment, the Diocesan RCIA Committee, and the Diocesan Music Committee.

[image: ]Staff works to ensure the faithful are engaged in worship not as “strangers or silent spectators” (CSL, 48), but as full, conscious and active participants.    To accomplish this, the Office of Worship offers numerous opportunities for catechesis and formation for parishes and individuals throughout the diocese.  For example:
· Training workshops in English and Spanish for new Readers and Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion (500 ± participants every year). 
· There are biannual workshops for leaders and parish teams who are involved in the initiation ministry - RCIA (150 ± each workshop). 
· [image: ]The Office is a resource for the bishop and to parishes regarding liturgical matters, e.g., developing liturgical guidelines, forming a parish liturgical commission, hiring a music director, etc. (ongoing).
· Staff teaches three modules on Sacraments and Liturgy in the Lay Pastoral Ministry Institute each year. 

In addition, the Office of Worship coordinates all diocesan liturgies where the bishop presides in order to model the principles articulated by the Second Vatican Council. These include:
· Diaconate Ordinations
· Priesthood Ordinations
· Rite of Election
· Chrism Mass
· Dedication of a Church and Altar
· Diocesan Confirmations
· St. Jude Medal Celebration
· Pro Ecclesia Medal Celebration
