The Year of Discernment segment of the  
Institute is designed to accommodate all  
men and women of the diocese involved 
in or interested in being selected for eccle-
sial ministry.  The Year of Discernment or 
a documented equivalent is a requirement 
for acceptance into the three-year formal 
program. 
 

The goal of the Year of Discernment is to        
identify persons with leadership capabili-
ties  interested in and able to pursue the 
more intense three-year element of the 
Institute.  A secondary goal is to create in 
adults of the diocese an interest in and a 
desire for on-going faith formation. 
 

The Year of Discernment consists of eight    
Saturday sessions. The final session, Day 
of Reflection, is a requirement for contin-
uing in the Institute.
